II. THE 2016 DRAFT BUDGET

Compared to the previous procedure, the budgetary procedure for
2016 has been much less complex, There are several reasons for this,
notably the agreement of the two branches of the budgetary autho-
rity on a 2015-2016 payment schedule before the Commission pre-
sented its draft budget (DB) for 2016, the adoption by the Council and
the European Parliament (EP) of all the draft amending budgets
(DABs) pending before the beginning of the procedure of reconcilia-
tion on the budget for 2016, the increase in the credit payment (c/p)
ceiling of the multiannual financial framework for 2014-2020 (the
« MFF ») in 2016 compared to the two first years of the MFF and also
the information drawn from the budgetary procedure for 2015.
